New Duo, History’s Ladies, Releases First Song: “Our First Lady, Eleanor”

This would be a different way for them to show us their knowledge of history.” Dana added, “I am sure the students would love to make up a rap or a ballad about history. We could get them to learn without them knowing that they are learning. We like to be sneaky in that way.”
When asked if there was a different art form they could have used to convey the complexities of Roosevelt’s life, Dana said, “Well, singing really is our strength, but a mural about Eleanor’s life could have worked as well. I could see a giant poster starting with her childhood on the left and ending with her death on the right. The students would have enjoyed doing that, also.”
