A.L.A Schechter Poultry Corp. v. United States: 


Schechter brothers slaughtered and sold chickens that were sick. Schecter Poultry is saying that the NIRA is unconstitutional because the government had no right to intrastate trade.  The brothers were declared as engaging only in interstate commerce.  The brothers did no out of state business.  The NIRA was declared as unconstitutional.


United States v. Butler:  


Butler, a processor of food, refused to pay the tax.  Butler argued that tax may not be used to transfer wealth directly from one person to another.  Therefore the Supreme Court declared that the AAA is unconstitutional.
