1. Choose a Nevada early settler, explorer, symbol, historical event or place, etc. 
2. Research these items from the Internet or library books (we will be doing some research during school):
a. Birthdate and day deceased/Day built/Day became important

b. Background information

c. For what was this person/place/event/symbol famous?

d. What, if any, important contributions did this person/event/place make to Nevada?

e. Any other interesting facts.

3. Take the researched information and write a report divided into 4 sections (rough drafts will be written in school only):
a. Introduction (What is your research about? For what was it/he/she famous?)
b. Body (Tell about the accomplishments/contributions to Nevada.)
c. Conclusion (Include anything interesting that you learned.)
d. Reference Page (List all the references you used to gain information.)
4. Add a picture at the end on a separate piece of paper. (Hand drawn or printed from the Internet).

5. Design a cover page including your name, the title of your report, and a picture.

6. Assemble the report in a plastic sheath folder.
